Plans continue to 

develop every day 

as more information 

about Haiti is re-

ceived.  

As stated in the first 

newsletter, thirty -

eight tickets have 

been secured for the 

March trip.  In the 

first week, we have 

heard from more 

than 135 individuals 

interested in partici-

pating.  We are very 

happy with the im-

mediate response, 

and wish we could 

take everyone.  

The good news is 

other trips are being 

planned for Summer 

2010 to Haiti.  Stay 

turned for more de-

tails regarding the 

summer trips.  

WeCare Disaster Re-

sponse now has the  

budget costs for the 

March trip.  The total 

price for each per-

son is $1,450, with 

a $100 deposit due 

by Feb. 1  

Examples of oppor-

tunities are working 

at an orphanage, 

food/clothing distri-

bution, debris 

cleanup, etc.  

Prior to the trip,   

Disaster Response 

training will be re-

quired to ensure par-

ticipants are quipped 

to meet many of the 

challenges which 

may be encountered 

in Haiti.  

Selected participants 

will be asked to take 

along a 1 -2 man tent 

to use for sleeping as 

hotels are not inhab-

itable at this point in 

time.

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A strong aftershock stuck near Port -auïPrince earlier this week causing heightened anxiety among the 

local population, including thousands of displaced survivors from last weekôs disastrous earthquake 

who are receiving emergency assistance from the Adventist Development and Relief Agency (ADRA), 

reported agency staff in Haiti.   

ñIt is still not safe to go home.  I donôt think it will ever be,ò said Michel, 26, a man who is among an 

estimated 25,000 internally displaced persons (IDPs) staying in temporary shelters on the campus of 

the Haitian Adventist University and the Adventist Hospital of Haiti in Caffefour, a neighborhood in Port

-au -Prince, where ADRA has set -up a commend center.  ñThousands of people remain in makeshift 

camps where the food and sanitation situation is precarious,ò says Richard Jaqau, a staff member who 

is helping to coordinate the logistics for ADARAôs emergency response in Haiti. 

On January 18, ADRA distributed nearly 13,000 rations of high -energy nutritional biscuits donated by 

the United Nations World Food Programme (WFP) in several sites in Port -au -Prince, primarily to the 

thousands of IDPs staying on the grounds of the university and hospital.  Each ration contained enough 

food for a person for five days.   

ADRA, partnering with Canadian -based GlobalMedic, has set up a water distribution center to serve the 

25,000 displaced persons on the university campus, and three new water points in the area.    Due to 

limited sources of energy and batter supply, ADRA staff have had to find alternative means to generate 

enough power to operate the water systems.  In some cases, motorcycles were used to power the 

units, according a staff member.

ñYour brothers and 

sisters around the 

world, they think 

about you, they pray 

for you, they want to 

be involved and want 

you to know that 

they are your fam-

ily,ò Paulsen said 

during the televised 

statement.  

 

Paulsonôs words 

came hours after a 

magnitude 6.1 after -  

 

ñTell your children 

about this ðhelp your 

children to discover 

that even in these 

tragedies that we 

share humanity,ò he 

said.  ñWhen some-

thing happens any-

where in the world 

on this scale, we 

have a responsibil-

ity.ò  

 

Paulsen concluded by 

saying his hope and 

prayer was that ñthe 

future of Haiti be 

better than its pastò.
